Honors courses allow gifted students to study in greater
depth and at a faster pace through independent research,
analysis, and critical thinking. Admission is based on course-
specific requirements, and these classes carry an additional
0.5 quality point.
 

Advanced Placement
AP courses follow College Board standards, allowing juniors
and seniors to complete college-level work. Students are
expected to take AP exams in May, and these classes are
weighted 1 quality point. 

Dual Enrollment
KCHS offers Dual Enrollment, including English 1010/1020
and other enrichment options. Credits may transfer
depending on the institution, and these classes are weighted
1 quality point.
